NCUSD #203 offers an accelerated sum-

mer band and orchestra program for beginning students 

entering 4th or 5th grade in 2005.  Students that enroll in 

the summer program will be prepared to participate im-

mediately in band and orchestra at their home schools in 

the fall.   

     The program consists of instrumental music lessons 

lasting 30 minutes, 5 days a week, at a cost of $85.00
