Session 1 is from 8:30-10:00 a.m., 
and Session 2 is from 10:10-11:40 a.m.  Students will be notified of class 
assignments the week of May 9.  Times of your child’s other summer activities 
may be listed on the enrollment form.  If at all possible, we will try to make a 
summer school schedule compatible with your plans. 
 
The 2005 Summer School Program is offered on a tuition basis only for all 
courses.  Tuition will be $140.00 for each four-week course.  A non-refundable 
cancellation fee of $25 will be charged for students canceling registration after 
Monday, June 13th.  No refunds will be granted after Monday, June 20th.  
 
Please complete and mail the enclosed enrollment form with your check, payable 
to Naperville Community Unit School District 203, no later than Friday, APRIL 29, 
2005.  Please be advised that absolutely no enrollments will be taken at 
Maplebrook Elementary School after the deadline of Wednesday, May 4, 2005.
